A: Logistical Information

2. What type of housing did you have (family, dormitory, room, apartment, other)? 

3. Describe the living accommodations in terms of amenities, your satisfaction level etc.

4. Estimate living expenses including housing and meals.

5. Explain how your housing expenses were paid (e.g., weekly, monthly, prepay).

6. Describe other expenses incurred if applicable. 
B: Perceptual Information
1. What aspects of your preparation/orientation program proved most helpful in teaching overseas (e.g., adapting to the culture, the teaching situation)?
2. Were there any aspects of your preparation /orientation program you would like to see handled differently (e.g., in more depth)? If so, what were they?

3. What discoveries have you made about yourself as a result of teaching overseas?
4. What aspect(s) of the experience have proved to be difficult or challenging? How did you overcome these challenges?

5. What aspect(s) of the experience proved most rewarding?

6. What lessons have you learned about the particular culture in which you have lived and taught? (e.g., what unique characteristics stood out)? Who have been your best cultural teachers? What have you learned from them specifically? 

7. Are there differences in the way content (e.g., mathematics, science, social studies) was taught in the host school than from schools where you completed field placements in the United States and/or were taught in your teacher education program? How might this experience influence the way you intend to teach it in the future? Please be specific.
8. Describe 2-3 ways in which the overseas experience has influenced the way you feel about cultural variation. 

9. In what ways do you think the overseas experience helped you recognize and examine misconceptions or stereotypes about other people and cultures?

10. In what ways do you think the overseas experience influenced the way you think about addressing the diverse needs of students, working with students who have special needs?
11. How do you plan to use what you have learned from this experience in your teaching? Please provide specific examples.
12. What have been the major benefits of working with your cooperating teacher at the host school? 

13. Would you recommend this cooperating teacher to others? Why or why not? 

14. If you had the opportunity, what advice would you give other teachers regarding broadening their global perspective or that of their students?
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
