5) EDP 607 is taken student’s first year at UK, regardless of whether they are pre-master’s or post-masters.  EDP 642 is typically taken the fall semester and EDP 640 during the spring semester of the student’s first year as a post-master’s student in the doctoral program.
6) EDP 708 is taken for 3 credits in the fall semester of the year the student is applying for pre-doctoral internship.  EDP 708 is taken for 0 credits in the subsequent spring, summer, fall, spring, and summer semesters.
7) EDP 605, EDP 650, EDP 652, and EDP 688 are pre-requisites to EDP 665, EDP 640, EDP 642, EDP 703, EDP 704, and EDP 705.  EDP 558 is the prerequisite to EDP 660.  EDP 660 is the prerequisite to EDP 679.  It is recommended that EDP 679 be taken prior to taking EDP 711 or 712, if relevant.
